Kratos’ Woven Shoulder Guard of Exile is 
made out of leather and fur with yellow rivets, 

holding it together. This Norse clothing is 
patched together with different materials, 

giving a rugged and handcrafted look.
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This back view of Kratos’ Woven Shoulder 
Guard of Exile showcases fur from the animals 

that he hunted in the Norse wildlands.

Kratos’ metal axe holder is reminiscent 
of the legendary World Serpent.

Heavy scars, caused by the Blades of Chaos, 
still remain on Kratos’ arms, which he hides 
away under his Worn Wrappings of Exile.

Kratos’ left arm is made up of a various 
metals, cloths and leather straps.
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Kratos carries around a mysterious pouch, 
made of leather with golden embroidery. It 

is very special to both him and Atreus. 

Kratos’ Burnished Belt of Exile showcase 
intricate leatherwork patched together 
from his Norse travels. Underneath all 
this is another reminder of his past: old, 

tattered parts of his Greek skirt. 
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Norse leather wraps and knee protection 
help Kratos to traverse the snowy and rocky 
terrains – contrasting with his Greek sandals.
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help utilize the weapon to its best effect, 
quick, leather wrapping has been added  

to the mid-section.

The blade of the Leviathan Axe includes 
intricate engravings, including mysterious  

slots on the base of the metal blade. The complicated detail at the base of 
the axe showcases fine craftsmanship 

by the Huldra Bros.
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This knife was crafted by the legendary  
God of War himself, the day his son Atreus 

was born. Kratos made two of them,  
intending to give one to Atreus when he was 
ready. This one displayed here is his, a tool  
that in many combat scenarios can be as  

brutal as the Leviathan Axe itself.
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The back of the shield shows off intricate, 
red metalwork that emphasizes the fan 

design of the shield.

Kratos wears the arm wrist of his metallic, 
golden shield on his left forearm. Like a 

mechanical fan, Kratos’ mighty shield envelops 
his entire left arm when fully open.
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Atreus’ quiver strap is held together with 
hemp and leather that hangs across  

his left shoulder.

Atreus has a wolf fur pelt as part of his Tunic 
of Hope. Underneath, he wears a worn 

mesh shirt. Also, around his neck, he wears 
a yellow scarf given to him by his mother 

and rests it underneath his clothing.
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Over the waist scarf, Atreus has on a 
mesh rope that is acting as a belt and 

also holds his mother’s knife.

Underneath his fur and top, Atreus has 
on a Norse leather skirt that is very 
worn on the bottom. Note that over 
this, he is also wearing a Greek waist 

scarf given to him by his father.
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Similar to his father, Atreus has leather 
Norse leg wraps as well as the mesh 

ropes over his dark shoes.
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Passed down to him by his mother, intricate 
Norse runes line Atreus’ arms as well as the 

right side of his back neck.
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Atreus’ quiver is made out of leather and  
light fabric, which his mother taught him to tie 

together. Decorating it are simple drawings  
that show off some of Atreus’ childhood.
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Atreus’ arrow is simplistically carved 
with a sharp metal arrowhead and three 

feathers equally lining the end.

Atreus’ bow is made out of a piece of 
wood from around his home, tied together 
by a rope strand. His mother helped create 

this and taught how to shoot. He added 
designs to it as inspired by his father with 

bandages and red paint near the end.
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Gifted by Atreus’ Mother, this Knife has a 
meaning that is sharper in importance than 
the tip of the blade itself. It empowers him 

with courage and a growing strength in 
combat, as he embarks on a very perilous 

journey with his Father.
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Freya’s Sparrow’s Bite has recently acted 
more as an ornament than a weapon.

Freya’s Hawk Feathers hint to some of 
her hidden magical powers.
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This simple beaded necklace holds great 
personal importance for Freya—a gift 

from her young son in better days.

The Brísingamen is more than just a 
beautiful amber amulet; it contains the 

name of her son embedded within.

The Golden Waistguard of Duty is a 
remnant from a solemn responsibility 

Freya once took very seriously.
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The Silver Band of Remembrance is a piece 
of jewelry that harkens back to her time 
before being the Witch of the Woods.

Much like her necklace, this simple beaded 
bracelet was a gift from her son—a 

reminder of a happier time long past.
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Freya’s crocheted woolen cape is 
intricately made and inspired by grand 

tapestries from her home realm.
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The Twilight Pendant is a unique 
ornament Baldur carries that he hopes 

foretells his eventual fate.
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Baldur has fought many foes and treasured 
one in particular, a nasty ogre, which he 

repurposed as a tanned skin apron.

Baldur carries important hunting 
items in his elite tracking pouch to 

better track his prey.

The Knotted Belt of the Aesir is a 
special accessory from Asgard, given to 

Baldur by his father.
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Baldur’s worn linen breeches help 
keep him fairly nimble in battle.
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
